Committee members serve as Special Government Employee members, not as official
representatives of any group or organization with which they may be affiliated. Members
include civilian women and men with diverse and inclusive backgrounds, experience, and
thought from academia, industry, private and public sectors, and other professions. Selection is
based on experience in the military or with women-related workforce issues. Members are
appointed for a 4-year term of service, serve without compensation, and perform a variety of
duties, including visiting military installations annually, conducting a review and evaluation of
current research on military women, and developing an annual report with recommendations on
these issues for the Secretary of Defense.
